The Tiger Cubs have been very busy this year. They started their scouting journey with an
educational nature hike at the Waterloo Recreation Center. They then learned about their city
with a tour of the Chelsea Historic Museum (inside of Chocolate Café), Train Depot, Fire Station
and Jiffy Mix Plant. During the Holiday season they sang Christmas carols at the Towsley
Retirement Center and toured the impressive Chelsea Hospital.

Most recently, our Tigers had the privilege of touring the Ann Arbor News Printing Facility. Mr.
John Weisberg, the Plant Manager and also a Chelsea resident, provided an amazing tour. The
boys and parents got to see how a newspaper is made from start to finish. We discussed how
our news stories are written and photographed and then electronically sent to the Ann Arbor
Printing facility. We were able to see where the information is photographically transferred to the
printing panels, to the massive printing cylinders, inking process, folding, sorting and bundling of
the newspaper. We were amazed to learn that the huge rolls of paper 10-12 miles long and
mostly made from recycled paper. Another cool thing about the Ann Arbor News Printing Facility
is that it not only prints the Ann Arbor News but 2 other daily papers, 4 weekly publications (such
as Ann Arbor Family) and has several outside commercial printing contracts. The facility runs 24
hours a day 7 days a week. It was a neat learning experience for the boys and parents.

This year we have had the privilege to do some neat Go and See It's ALL organized by our
enthusiastic supportive parents. It has been a great way to start our Scouting experience. Thank
You Parents! Additionally, we’ve had wonderful support from all the above business that took
time to be kind enough to educate our boys.
